3. Club Captains reports

Women:  closed lists half way through season due to too many members.  No teams were relegated and none promoted.  Thanks to all captains, umpires, coaches for their tireless work.  Particularly on the umpiring side, more of the women should try to get involved in the new season.  Particular thanks to Steve Powell, Vicky’s father for umpiring so many games. 

Mixed:  brilliant and enjoyable season, finishing [near] the top of the league. 

JR reiterated thanks to all the captains, umpires, officers and committee who helped to make the club run.  Particular vote of thanks to EJ Barry as treasurer for pursuing the thankless task of chasing subs and compiling the accounts. 

4. Resignation and election of directors

All directors offered themselves for re-election except Charley Williams and James Terrett, who were thanked for many years of excellent and hardworking service.    

Jo Malkin offered herself for election as director, which was approved by the meeting.  

Club Secretary was instructed to file the necessary forms with Companies House.  

5. Election of officers

Official thanks to all committee members for their hard work, with particular thanks to Lucy Partington, Charley Williams and  Bettina Wolff, who were stepping down from their positions this year.

6. Financial report

(a) Surplus of approx £3,700 mainly due to improvement in membership subscriptions and release of an old THD bank account on the completion of the liquidation of the old THD.  Members were asked to note and thank the significant number of old members who despite no longer playing for the club continue to pay full subs to support it financially – this gives significant stability to the financial situation of the club throughout the year. 

(b) Coaching fees significantly increased on previous year due to supporting two coaches on the men’s side, although benefits of this situation noted. 

(c) Income from fundraising social events was noted and improved attendance led to increase in income. 

(d) Kit sales increased mainly through purchase of worn out goalkeeping equipment and a significant number of new balls. 

(e) Significant cost of pitch hire (£20,000) was noted, of which Dulwich College was £15,000. Question raised by JT on how negotiations with DC progressing given £5 per hour year on year increase over 3 year period.  EJB and GN were continuing discussions noting relatively cheap cost of JAGs and also that payment of VAT on DC pitches were a factor in increase expense. 

(f) Surplus from accounts added to Development Fund – account set up to accumulate funds with a view to establishing an astro turf and clubhouse for the club in the future.  

Financial report was accepted as presented (Alex Hardy proposer, Gordon Nurse seconder). 

7. Appointment of independent examiner

Sarah Breslin’s appointment as independent examiner was approved. 

8. AOB

Southern Counties Umpiring Association awarded TH&D the most hospitable club award for season 2005/2006 (Sheila Plant Plate) – noted that this was partly due to Jackie Howard and her excellent teas.  (Gordon Nurse)
